Artwork-Traditional: This term refers to clean, black and white art
(no photocopies or fax copies), color separated, sized to fit,
mounted in position on art boards and ready to be scanned. Copy
should not be taped over or stapled. Copy that has rough edges or
other imperfections will reproduce poorly. Any touch-ups or changes
will incur additional charges. In preparing art for foil stamping and
embossing, avoid halftones, screens, tints, very fine lines (thinner
than this ) and lines and letters placed very close together
(closer than this ). For screened areas, please provide
electronic art. When orders are manufactured to customer ’s
specifications, the purchaser agrees to assume any liability resulting
from actions or demands brought against the manufacturer for
patent or copyright infringements.

Artwork - Electronic: Our Electronic Prepress Services department
saves and archives all electronic files for a 2-year period. When
receiving your electronically scanned art files, we ask that the
resolution be scanned at 300 dpi (dots per inch) or higher. Foil
stamp and embossed orders require a minimum of 600 DPI. Any
disk manipulation will be charged at $190 list (P) per hour. When
submitting electronic artwork refer to the Preflight Checklist.

Changes or Cancellations: Changes to orders in process may require
additional charges or restocking fees. You will be billed for actual
work performed on orders cancelled while in process. Minimum
cancellation charge of $60 list (P) applies. Custom stocks or
materials will incur an additional restocking charge.

Coating – Aqueous/Varnish: Used in conjunction with printing for
special effect or to protect the product from scuffing. Varnish/coating
prices include an overall gloss varnish/coating which is necessary
with Solid/Heavy Ink Coverage, inks containing reflex blue, large
screened areas, and when using metallic inks. It may also be
necessary on light coverage due to ink color and/or copy design.
We will call and advise prior to production. Spot or matte varnish is
also available for the same price. Either a protective gloss varnish or
aqueous coating (at manufacturer’s discretion) will be applied free of
charge on all four-color process work.

Coating – Lamination: Lamination prices are based on using 1.3
mil gloss or matte film lamination. Matte finish may show scuffing.
Film lamination bonds a protective layer of plastic to the printed
sheet. Lamination is the most durable of all coatings. Custom
laminations are available at an additional cost and require more
production time.

Coating – UV: This coating is available in gloss finish, which is
much more shiny than gloss varnish. Gloss UV Coating is applied to
the sheet like a protective varnish, but dries to a brilliant shine
when exposed to ultraviolet light. UV tends to show fingerprints on
dark colors. Please call for pricing.

Credit Terms: All orders subject to credit approval. Our standard
terms are net 30 days from date of invoice after credit approval.
After 30 days, our terms stipulate a service charge of 11/2% of the
unpaid balance per month commencing 30 days from date of
invoice.

Limitations: For folders with 3" pockets use combination notched,
notched horizontal, or notched vertical slits.

Dies: Foil stamping or embossing dies up to 24 contiguous square
inches are included in the pricing. For larger image areas, please
call for a custom quote. Multi-level or sculpted embossed dies are
made of brass which is not our standard die material. Call for
pricing. Our foil and embossing dies are kept for 2 years. At that
point, if we have not received a written request for return, materials
are recycled without notification.

The method illustrated below provides examples for calculating the
overall image area or multiple areas for foil stamping or embossing.

Digitrays: Digitrays are used in CD and DVD holders to store
electronic media. Digitrays are offered in standard black plastic.
Clear plastic digitrays are available for an additional charge and may
require additional production time.

Embossing: Embossing prices include a single-level embossing die
up to 24 continuous square inches. Embossed images may be
positioned anywhere on the folder, but must remain 1/8" from all
sides and may not bleed. When copy is embossed, it is raised to the
maximum lift allowed by the die being used and the design; for
example, fine-lined copy will limit height of embossing. Multi-level
embossing and complex designs require an estimate.

Errors: Check your order upon receipt. If you receive an order that is
incorrect, please call us. Claims must be made within 30 days of receipt.

Estimates: Provided upon request. Estimates are subject to receipt
and approval of final art and specifications. Standard estimates will
be provided via fax or email at the time you call. Custom estimates
are usually provided within 24 hours or less.

Final Folding: Your order will be shipped final folded unless
otherwise specified at the time your order is placed. For select
styles, which require an additional charge for final folding (as noted
throughout the catalog), your order will ship flat unless quoted and
specified as final folded at the time your order is placed.

Foil Stamping: Foil stamping prices include one foil stamping die
and one standard foil color up to 24 continuous square inches.
There is an additional charge for premium foils. Larger foil areas
require additional die and foil charges, call for a quote. For best
results, avoid type smaller than 10 pt.,* and avoid copy with tight,
intricate detail which may fill in. Foil copy may be placed anywhere
on the front cover, back cover and pockets, but must remain 1/8" in
from all edges and scores. *Halftones, screens, tints, very fine lines
(thinner than this ) and lines and letters placed very close
together (closer than this ) are not recommended.

Foil Colors: See foil chart in the "Selection Guide." Premium and
non-inventoried foils are available at an additional charge.
Nonmetallic foils may appear a different shade of color when used
on a dark paper stock and may not be completely opaque.

Foil Stamping/Embossing Combinations: There will be an additional
charge to register foil or emboss to each other or to print. Please
call for pricing.

Inserts: Inserts are available in both a stitched booklet format, or as
individual stepped insert sheets. Inserts are offered printed with 2
PMS colors or four color process. Please call for prices on any other
print processes required. Inserts printed on coated text paper using
four-color process will be aqueous coated at no additional charge.
Please add 5 days to the production of your folder for the
production of inserts.

The booklet formatted inserts will be stitched into your folder at no
additional cost. The 81/2" x 11" version will be jogged to the
bottom of the folder when stitched in place. Other stitched
placements for 81/2" x 11" booklets are available for an additional
charge. The stitched booklets are printed on either 80# gloss text or
70# uncoated text. Standard page counts for stitched insert
booklets are 4, 8, 12, and 16 pages. Call for pricing on different
booklet sizes.

The stepped inserts are printed on either 100# gloss text or 80#
uncoated text. Standard page counts for stepped inserts are 4, 6, 8,
12, and 16 pages. Call for pricing on different stocks or page
counts for stepped inserts. Stepped insert prices are based on sets
that are not collated. Stepped inserts can be collated and inserted
in your folders for an additional charge.

Overruns and Underruns: Due to the number of production
processes in the manufacture of your order, it is not possible to
determine the exact quantity we will ship. All items in this catalog
are subject to overruns and underruns of up to 10%, and will be
billed on a pro rata basis without prior notification. If an exact
quantity is required, add 10% to catalog price.

Packaging: Standard packaging consists of external corrugated boxes
with product bulk boxed. Shrink wrapping is available at an additional
cost. Special packaging requests are subject to additional charges.

Premium Foil Colors: The additional charge for premium foil
includes one area up to 24 continuous inches and does not include
the base cost of the foil run.

Please note: When process
work involves an overall background color, which is produced using
a combination screen, the results achieved for adjacent four-color
process images may be affected. Best results are achieved by
printing a separate spot color rather than attempting to achieve the
desired color with a combination screen.

Either a protective
gloss varnish or aqueous coating (at manufacturer’s discretion) will
be applied free of charge on all four-color process work.

We are licensed and certified
to print MetalFX® after having met stringent criteria ensuring global
standards are maintained on a consistent basis. The process
includes use of a MetalFX® base ink and four color process inks to
achieve an unlimited range of metallic colors and special effects.
MetalFX® adds shine, depth and luster to any design and is
particularly well suited to designs that include metals, chrome and
water. Please call us to request a MetalFX® sample, or to obtain
pricing utilizing MetalFX® on your next design.

Production Time: Average production times vary, please check
production information for each style. Items requiring special
estimates vary in production time. Normal production days are
Monday through Friday, excluding holidays.

(CV, CVC, CVU).

• When printing a large solid black area in four-color
process, add 30% magenta, 30% yellow and 60% cyan
to the black solid. (Rich Black - 30m30y60c100k)

Image Considerations:
• Avoid placing PICT files. Convert them to EPS or TIFF format.
• Convert all live color bitmap files from RGB to CMYK.
• Ensure that scan resolutions are 300 dpi for images and
1200 dpi for scanned line work. Foil stamp and emboss
orders require a minimum of 600 DPI.

• If Quark pages are saved as EPS files and placed in
another document, send the original Quark page and all
placed files used to create the page.

• Place all scans at 100% size or smaller (enlargements
may compromise quality).

• Set picture box background color to NONE in Quark
whenever possible.

• Avoid saving screening information or transfer functions
with Photoshop images.

• Clipping paths created in Photoshop need to be one full
pixel into the image.
